
Electronic device for protection of the pump

PRODUCT DESCRIPTION
The EP electronic device protects the pump by 
automatically stopping it in cases of dry running, 
overcurrent, voltage too high / voltage too low.

INSTALLATION AND OPERATION

Once the correct operation of the water system has been verified, 
proceed as follows:

 • Run the pump with the delivery point open (Fig.1).

 • Disconnect the plug of the power cable of the pump from the power 
outlet leaving the delivery point open and fully discharge the system  
(Fig. 2).

 • Insert the plug of the pump power cord into the EP device (Fig.3).

 • Insert the EP into the power socket (Fig. 4) and start the self-learning 
procedure (see instruction manual).  

After checking the self-learning procedure you can use the installation.
